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Pursuant to the provision of Article 7, Paragraph 1 of the Law on Student Councils and Other Student Organizations (Official Gazette of the Republic Croatia “Narodne Novine” Nos. 71 / 2007), Executive Committee of the Student Council on its 1st regular meeting held in Dubrovnik on 5th of September 2008 adopted the following:

Statute

of

The Student Council of the American College of Management and Technology

I. General Provisions

Article 1

(1) The Statute of the Student Council (hereinafter referred to as: “Statute”) is the founding edict of the Student Council (hereinafter referred to as: “SC”) of the American College of Management and Technology (hereinafter referred to as: “ACMT”).

(2) SC is constituted and functions in accordance with the provisions of Statute and the Law on Student Councils and Other Student Organizations (hereinafter referred to as: “Law”. 

(3) Statute is elected by unanimous vote of the SC’s Executive Committee (hereinafter referred to as: “EC”), upon discussing proposals of the members of the EC. 

Article 2

(1) The full name of the SC is Student Council of American College of Management and Technology. 

(2) The full name of the SC in Croatian is Studentski zbor Američke visoke škole za managemt i tehnologiju.

Article 3

(1) Coat of arms of the SC consists of a square colored in red and the bottom side of the square forms a wave. Two parallel blue waves are beneath the square, of which the upper wave is longer than the lower one. Outside of the square and waves are two concentric circles with text: “ACMT Dubrovnik Student Council”. 

(2) The seal, which the SC shall use when acting in capacity of legal entity, has round form with 27 mm in diameter and consists of coat of arms of the SC and the name.

Article 4

(1) Seat and business address of the SC is in Dubrovnik, Don Frana Bulića 6.

(2) SC is a legal entity, registered at the Croatian Register of Student Councils and Other Student Organizations.

(3) Participation and membership in SC bodies is voluntary.

(4) SC is represented by its President and Executive Committee.

(5) SC President and members of the EC are authorized to use the seal of the SC. 

Article 5

(1) Main aim of the SC is to protect the interests of the students, participate in the decisions of ACMT, and influence the decisions concerning student activities, curriculum, student life quality and realization of student rights.

(2) SC shall promote school spirit on all levels while representing the student body to the public as well as other student organizations in Croatia.

(3) SC shall take participation in choosing and proposing student participants in bodies of ACMT or other organizations founded by ACMT in which student participation is required.

(4) SC shall create yearly work plans and programs, in accordance with the Statute and the Law. 

(5) SC shall appoint a Student Ombudsman.

(6) SC shall stimulate, promote and supervise student activities, clubs and organizations benefiting the students and ACMT.

(7) SC shall prepare a budget for financing student activities and student clubs and organizations.

(8) SC shall act as a link between the ACMT students and faculty and staff by communicating the decisions and proposal benefiting all parties.

(9) SC shall be responsible for other duties in accordance with the Statute, the Law and yearly work plan and program.

(10) SC shall promote development of ACMT and shall have branches on all academic programs and departments of ACMT. 

(11) All activities of SC shall be apolitical, non for profit and respectful towards principles of human rights and inadmissibility of any form of discrimination, in accordance with the Statute, the Law and the Constitution of Republic of Croatia. 

II. Bodies of the ACMT Student Council

Article 6

(1) Bodies of the SC are:

a) Executive Committee

b) Presidency of the Student Council (hereinafter referred to as: Presidency)

c) Secretariat of the Student Council (hereinafter referred to as: Secretariat)

Article 7

(1) EC is the main decision making body of the Student Council.

(2) EC is the representative body chosen by the students of ACMT.

(3) All the members of the Presidency and the Secretariat shall participate in the work of the EC and have voting right in decision making.

(4) EC shall altogether consist of 10 to 14 members, representing all ACMT year levels.

(5) Membership in EC is based upon the election results,

(6) No member of the EC can have two assigned functions in the bodies of SC at the same time.

Article 8

(1) EC shall meet at least once a month.

(2) Minimum two thirds (2/3) of total members must be present on a meeting in order to reach a decision making quorum.

(3) Due to legitimate reasons, EC members can attend a meeting through the means of teleconferencing or other digital communication tools. 

(4) Members of the EC shall apply for the functions in Presidency and the Secretariat and vote on that at the first EC meeting upon elections.

(5) All members of EC are equal and have the vote of the same power.

(6) Simple majority of fifty percent plus one vote (50% + 1 vote) shall determine results of voting in the EC.

Article 9

(1) EC has a mandate which lasts two years. 

(2) EC’s main purpose is to work on achieving the goals cited in the Article 5 of the Statute.

Article 10

(1) Presidency consists of a President and two Vice Presidents, chosen among the EC members.

(2) Presidency shall represent the Student Council to the ACMT community and general public, always acting in the best interest of the students.

(3) The mandate for the members of Presidency lasts one year. 

(4) It is not allowed to have two Presidency mandates in a row.

(5) Members of the Presidency are authorized to use the official SC coat of arms and seal in official documents.

(6) The President is responsible for assembling the EC at least once a month.

(7) Vice Presidents are responsible for coordination between the SC and ACMT Faculty and Staff.

(8) Presidency shall work on other tasks given by the EC, in accordance with the Statute and the Law, with a purpose of achieving goals set in Article 5 of the Statute.

Article 11

(1) Secretariat consists of Secretary General, Treasurer and variable number of Secretaries.

(2) Mandate in the Secretariat lasts for one year.

(3) Members of the Secretariat may have two mandates in a row.

(4) Secretary General shall be responsible for evaluations of Student Club proposals and assessments of quarterly and yearly Student Club reports.

(5) Treasurer shall be responsible for allocating SC budget to Student Clubs and other needs, as well as for keeping and maintaining financial records of the SC income and expenditures.

(6) Secretaries shall be responsible for all administrative business of the SC, keeping notes and records on the EC meetings and preparing Standard Operating Procedure manuals to serve future SC members.

(7) Secretariat shall work on other tasks given by the EC, in accordance with the Statute and the Law, with a purpose of achieving goals set in Article 5 of the Statute.

Article 12

(1) Members of the SC bodies can be relieved of duty before the ending of their mandates.

(2) The reasons for relieving SC members of duty are:

a) Loosing ACMT student status by graduation, academic or disciplinary suspension or leaving ACMT.

b) Resigning from function due to personal reasons.

c) Being unable to perform the duties determined by the Statute.

d) Violating the provisions of the Statute or the Law intentionally.

(3) In the case of having a vacant position in the EC, the resigned member shall be replaced by a first candidate from the election list who didn’t originally enter the EC. If this is not achievable new elections shall take place. The mandate of the newly elected member shall concur with the mandate of the resigned EC member.

III. Executive Committee Elections

Article 13

(1) All ACMT students are eligible to vote at the elections for the members of the EC.

(2) All ACMT students who earned at least 60 ECTS / 52 Credit Hours during two academic years preceding elections and are not under special academic measures (probation, suspension) at the time of the elections are eligible to run for the positions at the EC. 

(3) All students are guaranteed discrete voting and free choice among the candidates for the EC.

Article 14

(1) EC shall have representatives from all years of study at the ACMT.

(2) Regular EC elections shall take place in the Spring Quarter.

(3) Regular EC elections shall be announced by the Dean of ACMT at least one month before the voting is about to begin.

(4) Special EC elections for filling vacant positions in the EC shall be proposed by the EC Presidency and announced by the Dean of ACMT at least one month before the voting is about to begin.

Article 15

(1) Application, campaign, voting and election procedure shall be specified in detail through a special act prepared by the Student Council, called the Executive Committee Election Procedure.

(2) Executive Committee Election Procedures shall determine the way of applying for the EC membership, handling the election campaign and public presentations of the candidates, time frames of the application, campaign and voting processes, vote counting and announcing of the election results and the protesting of the results.

(3) The Dean of ACMT and the EC shall appoint an Election Committee consisting of the ACMT students and faculty, in accordance with the Executive Committee Election Procedures.

(4) The Dean of ACMT and the EC shall appoint an Appeal Committee consisting of the ACMT students and faculty, in accordance with the Executive Committee Election Procedures.

Article 16

(1) The elected EC members shall apply and vote among themselves for assuming the functions in the Presidency and the Secretariat. 

(2) EC members shall announce the results of the internal voting to the ACMT community after they confirm the results.

(3) EC shall provide timely and transparent insight to the ACMT community in all regular and special elections, in accordance with the Statute, the Law and the Executive Committee Election Procedures. 

IV. Financing of the SC

Article 17

(1)SC shall be awarded a budget from the ACMT for every academic year.

(2) The amount of budget shall be determined by the ACMT management upon evaluating budget proposal from the EC.

(3) EC shall prepare a budget proposal at the end of every academic year and submit it to the ACMT management for review.

Article 18

(1) Other student organizations and clubs shall be financed:
a) From the SC budget, additional ACMT funds or the funds of the Republic of Croatia designated for the operations and programs of Croatian Student Organizations.

b) From donations 

c) From fund raising activities organized by the SC

d) From all other sources of income in accordance with the SC goals, the Statute and the Law.

Article 19

(1) SC and all other ACMT student organizations shall not be for profit and all the money raised shall be invested in achieving the SC goals.

(2) The budget of the SC shall be prepared and managed by the EC.

(3) SC shall manage the financial funds in accordance with the yearly program and budget plan which has to be revised quarterly.

Article 20

(1) All the monetary transactions of the SC shall be operated trough the ACMT account.
(2) ACMT shall keep supervision over the purpose of funds used by the SC. 
(3) SC is responsible for all the assets bought by the SC or student clubs and organizations financed by the SC.   

(4) Bodies of the SC are obliged to distribute and spend the budget in order to achieve SC goals set in Article 5. All the spending has to be reported to the ACMT by financial reports explaining the purpose of the spending and providing a clear receipt or other valid proof of spending.

(5) EC shall do quarterly and yearly financial reports and submit them to ACMT.

(6) All the assistance and help with the financial operations and preparations of financial reports shall be provided by the ACMT Student Services.

V. Student Clubs

Article 21

(1) Student clubs shall be formed to promote student activities, benefit the students and improve student life at ACMT.

(2) Student clubs shall act autonomously and without restraints in accordance with the Statute and the Law.

(3) Student clubs shall submit their quarterly and yearly plans and reports to the EC.

(4) ACMT shall provide the space for student activities approved by the EC, and the financial support accordingly.

Article 22

(1) Students interested in forming a Club for whatever purpose shall make a written proposal to the EC.

(2) The written proposal shall contain:

a) The clubs purpose and mission 

b) Formal structure within the club

c) A list of quarterly activities and goals to be accomplished

d) Budget plan

(3) The EC shall revise the written proposal and decide on forming the club and designating a budget from the SC funds.

(4) The deadline for submission of the written proposal shall be announced by the EC in the fall quarter. 

Article 23

(1) Club funds shall be distributed on the yearly basis by the EC.

(2) Student Clubs shall do quarterly budget and activities reports to the EC upon which the budget can get redistributed. 

(3) Budget relocation shall be done upon voting on budget rebalance by EC. 

(4) Student Clubs shall make a yearly financial report to the EC.

Article 24

(1) Student Clubs may be registered as student organizations within Croatian Register of Associations and Croatian Register of Student Clubs and Organizations.

(2) Student Clubs registered as cited in bullet 1 of this article may gain sponsorship and donations for activities from sources outside of ACMT and the SC.

(3) Student Clubs registered as cited in bullet 1 of this article may organize other fund raising activities, in accordance with the Statute and the Law.  

(4) Student Clubs shall prepare a quarterly report on all outside fund raising activities and submit it to the EC.  

(5) EC shall provide all the necessary support in gaining sponsorships from sources outside of ACMT, registering clubs within responsible organizations and preparing and maintaining proper financial reports. 

Article 25

(1) Student Clubs shall take count of their inventory and maintain it quarterly and yearly.

(2) EC shall keep supervision over all inventory items in possession of the Student Clubs.

(3) Inventory count shall be maintained through ACMT database; Inventory items shall be labeled with automatically generated inventory numbers by the ACMT database; ACMT shall provide all necessary technical support for convenient inventory maintenance. 

(4) Student Clubs’ presidents shall have full material and other responsibility towards the club inventory.

(5) Club’s government shall have insight on the locations and conditions of all inventory items at any time. 

(6) Club’s government shall store all inventory items at the ACMT during the free of use times. 

Article 26

(1) Student Clubs shall prepare quarterly and yearly reports on activities, spending and achieved results.

(2) EC shall asses and evaluate reports and give recommendations to Clubs’ governments.

(3) EC shall maintain the right to ask for additional information upon evaluating received reports.

(4) Student Clubs shall write a formal proposal for the following academic year during the spring quarter.
VI. Supervision over Student Council Activities

Article 27

(1) The work of SC is public and transparent.

(2) EC shall be responsible to secure appropriate public insight in all activities fully or partially organized by SC or other ACMT student organizations.

Article 28

(1) ACMT shall supervise the work of SC in accordance with the Statute of ACMT.

(2) ACMT shall supervise the financial transactions of SC and other ACMT student organizations financed by the ACMT budget.

(3) ACMT shall respect the autonomy and independence of SC and other ACMT student organizations, in accordance with the Statute of ACMT, the Statute and the Law. 

Article 29

(1) ACMT shall maintain advisory role in SC and other ACMT student organizations.

(2) ACMT shall appoint two advisors, chosen among the staff members to the SC.

(3) Mandate of the SC advisors shall last for two consecutive years and may be repeated.

(4) SC advisors shall monitor and assist with the work of EC.

(5) SC advisors shall advise the EC in their work and assist them with setting, maintaining and updating standard operations procedures for SC activities.

(6) SC advisors shall be allowed to participate in meetings of all SC bodies, but shall not have a voting right. 

Article 30

(1) The Dean of ACMT shall appoint a faculty or staff advisor for all ACMT student clubs and other student organizations respectively. 

(2) Club Advisors shall be allowed to participate in club meetings and activities, but shall not have a voting right.

(3) Club advisors responsibilities shall be:

a) Assist the Club in finding sponsors for activities

b) Assist in setting the budget plan

c) Advice in preparing reports and other documentation of the Clubs

d) Advice in  the purchasing necessary equipment 

e) Participate in promoting the clubs activities

VII. Provisional and Final Regulations

Article 31

(1) This statute shall come into effect on the date of publishing on the ACMT web site, upon receiving approval from the ACMT Dean.

(2) This statute replaces ACMT Student Council Constitution dated January 1st 2006 entirely and puts all of its provisions out of effect.

(3) The provisions of this statute shall be further specified in the following sets of rules: “Student Council Elections Rules and Procedures”, “Student Clubs Financing Rules and Procedures”, “Student Ombudsperson Duties and Responsibilities” and “Student Council Code of Ethics”; the statute shall be used with the listed documents.

Rules and Procedures

On

Election Procedures for the Executive Committee of the ACMT Student Council

Article 1

(1) These rules and procedures settle the elections for the Executive Committee of the ACMT Student Council.

(2) Rules and Procedures shall be made public upon approval by the EC and the Dean of ACMT, through ACMT bulletin board and the ACMT website.

Article 2

(1) All ACMT students are eligible to vote at the elections for the members of the EC.

(2) All students are guaranteed discrete voting and free choice among the candidates for the EC.

(3) All participants in election process must obey Rules and Procedures, the Statute, the Law and respect democratic principles. 

Article 3

(1) Regular and special EC elections shall be announced by the Dean of ACMT at least one month before the voting is about to begin.

(2) Regular elections shall be held in the Spring quarter, every two years, upon the expiration of Executive committee’s mandate.

(3) Special elections for the EC shall be announced by the Dean in following circumstances:

a) One or more vacant positions open in the EC due to resignations of members.

b) The EC ceases to represent all years of study.  

Article 4

(1) Application process shall commence after the elections are announced through the ACMT web site and bulletin board.

(2) Application process shall last at least one full week, meaning seven working days.

(3) Candidates shall apply at the ACMT Student Services front desks by filling the application form and submitting an essay explaining why are they running for EC and what they want to achieve. 

(4) Student Services shall administer the applications and prepare the election list with the members of the EC.

Article 5

(1) Election Campaign shall start immediately upon the end of application process and last for at least one full week, meaning seven working days.

(2) ACMT and the EC shall enable public presentations for the candidates and inform the ACMT community about the candidates’ goals and plans, as stated in submitted essays.

(3) Election campaign shall end at least one working day before the voting is about to begin.

(4) Candidates shall respect democratic principles, as well as those of fair play during the campaign. 

Article 6

(1) The voting process shall commence one month after the elections have been announced and one day after the campaign ended.

(2) Dean of ACMT and President of EC shall announce the voting procedures to the students before every voting by the means of e-mail, bulletin board and website.

(3) Students shall vote at the Student Services Front Desk at the ground floor during working hours of Student Services. 

(4) Voting ticket shall have the names of all candidates and voting directions clearly listed.

(5) Each voting ticket shall be numbered and stamped with the SC seal.

(6) Candidates shall be divided on the voting ticket in groups by their year level.

(7) Voting shall last for at least five working days.

(8) Student Services shall prepare voting lists containing all active students eligible to vote.

(9) Student Services shall check the voters identity by representation of one identification document and checking their vote on the voting list to prevent multiple voting.

Article 7

(1) Election committee of five members shall be appointed by the Dean of ACMT to ensure regularity and fairness of the voting and vote counting.

(2) Election committee shall consist of ACMT students and faculty, except election candidates and EC members. 

(3) Election committee shall have insight in voting list, voting process and vote counting process.

(4) Election committee shall have authority of validating the elections.

(5) In case of not validating the elections, Dean of ACMT shall announce repeat of elections, from the point of the process at which Election committee identified irregularities.

Article 8

(1) Votes shall be counted by the Election committee after the voting time ends.

(2) Election results shall be announced to the ACMT community by the Dean of ACMT after the results are prepared by the Election committee.

(3) Dean shall appoint an appeal committee of three members, consisting of ACMT students, faculty and staff, excluding election candidates, elections committee members and the EC members.

(4) Appeal committee shall handle appeals on voting results received within two working days after results announcement. 

(5) Appeal committee shall have authority to validate election results and participate in repeated vote counting.

Pursuant to the provision of Article 7, Paragraph 1 of the Law on Student Councils and Other Student Organizations (Official Gazette of the Republic Croatia “Narodne Novine” Nos. 71 / 2007) and the provisions of the Statute of the Student Council of American College of Management and Technology, Executive Committee of the Student Council on its 1st regular meeting held in Dubrovnik on 5th of September 2008 adopted the following:

Rules and Procedures

On

Financing of Student Clubs, Organizations and Projects

Article 1

(1) These Rules and Procedures settle the financing of Student Clubs, Organizations and Projects from the ACMT and EC budget.

(2) Rules and Procedures shall be made public upon approval by the EC and the Dean of ACMT, through ACMT bulletin board and the ACMT website.

Article 2

(1) SC and ACMT shall finance Student Clubs, Organizations and Projects which promote the spirit and goals of ACMT and SC.

(2) All students are eligible to ask for financing of their Clubs, Organizations and Projects, in accordance with the Law and the Statute.

Article 3

(1) SC shall accept proposals for financing Student Clubs, Organizations and Projects by Week 4 of the Fall Quarter (October 1st). 

(2) Proposals in written form shall be submitted by e-mail to the SC or as hard copies to the ACMT Student Services. 

(3) Proposals shall have clear specification of the proposed costs and means of financing from sources other than the SC budget, in accordance with the Law and the Statute.

Article 4

(1) EC shall announce the distribution of budget to Student Clubs, Organizations and Projects by the end of Week 5 of the Fall Quarter through ACMT bulletin board and ACMT web site.

(2) EC shall be responsible for setting up a meeting with all students who submitted proposals, in order to transparently argument the budget allocation within a week from announcing the distribution of funds.

(3) ACMT shall be responsible for forming an appeal committee, with faculty, staff and student members, to reevaluate the distribution of funds in case of formal appeal.

(4) Formal appeal is to be submitted to the ACMT student services within a week from publishing results on budget allocation.

(5) EC members who are a part of Clubs, Organizations and Projects in process of getting financing are not eligible to vote on the budget at the EC meeting or to be a part of the appeal committee. 

Article 6

(1) In case of budget relocation in one academic year, EC shall repeat announcing the request for proposals.

(2) New and old proposals for financing of Student Clubs, Organizations and Projects can be submitted as a response on EC’s RFP.

(3) All provisions stated in articles 2, 3, 4 and 5 of these Rules and Regulations shall be respected in the budget rebalance process as well. 

Article 7

(1) Throughout the academic year students are eligible to propose financing of projects of special interest for the ACMT community.

(2) Proposals of this kind shall be submitted to the EC for evaluation.

(3) Upon evaluation of the proposal, EC shall send their attitude to the submitter of the proposal and to the ACMT management, stating whether the project should be financed or not and why

(4) In case of proposed financing of the project by the EC, ACMT management shall evaluate the project and decide on financing it in respect to the provisions of the Law, the Statute and the budget of the ACMT.

(5) ACMT management shall publicly announce their decisions through the ACMT bulletin board and the ACMT website within a week from receiving the proposal.

Article 8

(1) These Rules and Regulations shall come in power after being published on the ACMT bulletin board and the ACMT website.

(2) These Rules and Regulations put all previous acts on financing of Student Clubs, Organizations and Projects out of power.

(3) Provisions of Rules and Regulations on Financing of Student Clubs, Organizations and Projects may be disputed from any member of the ACMT student body by a formal submission of reclamation to the ACMT student services.

(4) ACMT management shall form a committee of ACMT faculty, staff and students to decide on the reclamation. 

Pursuant to the provision of Article 7, Paragraph 1 of the Law on Student Councils and Other Student Organizations (Official Gazette of the Republic Croatia “Narodne Novine” Nos. 71 / 2007) and the provisions of the Statute of the Student Council of American College of Management and Technology, Executive Committee of the Student Council on its 1st regular meeting held in Dubrovnik on 5th of September 2008 adopted the following:

Rules and Procedures

On

Student Ombudsperson Representative

Article 1

(1) Student Council shall choose a student representative and appoint him to be a student ombudsperson.

(2) Student ombudsperson shall have a mandate of one year.

(3) Student ombudsperson may have two consequent mandates. 

Article 2

(1) Duties of the student ombudsperson shall include:

a) Receiving complaints from students

b) Advising students about appropriate reactions for fulfilling their rights

c) Takes part in committees and task forces for student rights

Article 3

(1) Student ombudsperson shall report to the ombudsperson of the ACMT, appointed by the Dean.

(2) Student ombudsperson shall cooperate with the ombudsperson of the ACMT in order to achieve maximization of student rights accessibility.

Article 4

(1) Written report shall be prepared by student ombudsperson and submitted to the Student Council by week 8 of the Spring Quarter of ACMT.

(2) Written report shall include all activities conducted by student ombudsperson during the academic year, accompanied with proposals for the next academic year.

Article 5

(1) Rules and procedures on student ombudsperson representative shall come into affect upon being published on the ACMT website and ACMT bulletin board.

In accordance with the Statute of the Student Council of American College of Management and Technology, Executive Committee of the Student Council on its 1st regular meeting held in Dubrovnik on 5th of September 2008 adopted the following:

Code of Ethics

For Student Council Members of American College of 

Management and Technology

Article 1

(1) Student council members shall work for the general benefit of the ACMT student community.

(2) Student council members shall not use their positions for achieving personal material benefit.

(3) Student council members shall not use their positions for acquiring any special privileges at or outside the ACMT.

Article 2

(1) Student council members shall promote good democratic practices, tolerance and the culture of dialogue by example.

(2) Student council members shall openly oppose and react to any form of intolerance, harassment, mobbing or discrimination in the ACMT community.

Article 3

(1) As the elected representatives of the ACMT student community Student Council members represent ACMT publicly and their personal attitudes can be interrelated with official ACMT attitudes; for that reason, during their mandate in the Student Council, members shall:

· Avoid participation in political activities on any level

· Follow the academic honesty policy of ACMT

· Obey the laws and regulations of Republic Croatia

Article 4

(1) Any violations of the Code of Ethics can be reported by any student, faculty or staff member to the Student Council Advisers. 

(2) Ethics committee, consisting of Student Council Adviser, Academic Adviser and faculty representative shall decide on the reported case.

(3) Ethics committee shall have the authority to exclude reported member from the Student Council or to give the member an official warning. 

(4) In case of excluding the member from the Student Council, following actions shall be taken in accordance with the Statute.

Article 5

(1) This Code of Ethics shall come in power when it gets published on the ACMT website and bulletin board.

(2) By applying for any Student Council position, it is considered that students understand the provisions of this Code of Ethics and the measures to be taken in case of its violation.
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
