3. Verification/Statement of employment and salary
· Statement must be issued by employer (with applicable signature and seal/stamp) and specifies the nature of business ownership (private, governmental or some other type).

· The statement must also include details about the employee’s function, title, position, and current salary.

· The statement must be in Croatian or in English.  If it is in another foreign language it must be accompanied by an official translation in English done by an authorized court interpreter for English.

4. Governmental proof of unemployment/voluntary unemployment of any parent/spouse/guardian/self during 2010 and 2011 (if applicable)
· The statement must specify when the period(s) of unemployment began and when they ended as well as any assistance that was received and for which period(s) and when (translation: kad je osoba prijavljena na zavod za zapošljavanje i visina naknade za sva navedena razdoblja).

· The statement MUST be issued by a governmental ministry/agency of social care from the country/ies of origin.  For example:

· Republika Hrvatska - Zavod za zapošljavanje

· Federacija Bosne i Hercegovine - Zavod za zapošljavanje 

· Or the equivalent in other foreign countries (with an official translation in English done by an authorized court interpreter for English)

5. Copies of applicant’s (student) marriage certificate and/or children‘s birth certificates (if applicable)

Application Review Process

A Scholarship Committee consisting of a number of faculty and staff members reviews all applications and ranks students based on a weighted score.  
The components of the weighted score are:

GPA (50%), volunteer work (20%), essay (20%), financial need (10%)
Each component carries points that are allocated by the Committee.  Points for GPA and volunteer work are derived from a straight formula while points for the other components have a degree of subjective determination by the Committee built into their total.  For example, faculty and staff evaluation may influence the score an applicant receives.  
Furthermore, if financial documentation is incomplete, indecisive, or not issued by government, credit for financial need will not be given.  The Scholarships are awarded to those students who have the highest percentages after the weighted formula is calculated.
